When the ministers are in place, all kneel as able for silent prayer.

Blessed be our God.

For ever and ever. Amen.

THE COLLECT FOR GOOD FRIDAY

The collect is the prayer appointed for the day that “collects” or captures the theme of the day or season of the Church year. It
summarizes the attributes of God as revealed in the scriptures for the day.

Let us pray,

Almighty God, we pray you graciously to behold this your family, for whom our Lord Jesus Christ was willing to be
betrayed, and given into the hands of sinners, and to suffer death upon the cross; who now lives and reigns with you
and the Holy Spirit, one God, for ever and ever. Amen.

The people are seated.

THE FIRST LESSON

This reading is typically from the Old Testament (Hebrew Scriptures) which Jesus knew and from which be often referred or
quoted.

THE PASSION OF OUR LORD JEsus CHRIST ACCORDING TO JOHN
John 18:1-19:42 Sung by the choir. plainsong; Michael McCarthy (b. 1966)

Today’s Gospel recounts Jesus’ trial, crucifixion, and death.
The Spanish text of the Passion is found on pages 16—17/La Pasion en espaniol se encuentra en las paginas 16-17.

The Passion of our Lord Jesus Christ according to John.

Jesus went out with his disciples and crossed over to the other side of the Kidron Valley. He and his disciples entered a
garden there. Judas, his betrayer, also knew the place because Jesus often gathered there with his disciples. Judas brought
a company of soldiers and some guards from the chief priests and Pharisees. They came there carryinglanterns, torches,
and weapons. Jesus knew everything that was to happen to him, so he went out and asked, “Who are you looking for?”
They answered, “Jesus the Nazarene.” He said to them, “I Am.” (Judas, his betrayer, was standing with them.) When
he said, “I Am,” they shrank back and fell to the ground. He asked them again, “Who are you looking for?” They said,
“Jesus the Nazarene.” Jesus answered, “I told you, T Am.” If you are looking for me, then let these people go.” This was
so that the word he had spoken might be fulfilled: “I didn’t lose anyone of those whom you gave me.” Then Simon
Peter, who had a sword, drew it and struck the high priest’s servant, cutting off his right ear. (The servant’s name was
Malchus.) Jesus told Peter, “Put your sword away! Am I not to drink the cup the Father has given me?”

Then the company of soldiers, the commander, and the guards from the Jewish leaders took Jesus into custody. They
bound him and led him first to Annas. He was the father-in-law of Caiaphas, the high priest that year. (Caiaphas was
the one who had advised the Jewish leaders that it was better for one person to die for the people.)



Simon Peter and another disciple followed Jesus. Because this other disciple was known to the high priest, he went
with Jesus into the high priest’s courtyard. However, Peter stood outside near the gate. Then the other disciple (the
one known to the high priest) came out and spoke to the woman stationed at the gate, and she brought Peter in. The
servant woman stationed at the gate asked Peter, “Aren’t you one of this man’s disciples?” “I'm not,” he replied. The
servants and the guards had made a fire because it was cold. They were standing around it, warming themselves. Peter
joined them there, standing by the fire and warming himself.

Meanwhile, the chief priest questioned Jesus about his disciples and his teaching, Jesus answered, “I've spoken openly
to the world. I've always taught in synagogues and in the temple, where all the Jews gather. I've said nothing in private.
Why ask me? Ask those who heard what I told them. They know what I said.” After Jesus spoke, one of the guards
standing there slapped Jesus in the face. “Is that how you would answer the high priest?” he asked. Jesus replied, “If T
speak wrongly, testify about what was wrong. But if I speak correctly, why do you strike me?” Then Annas sent him,

bound, to Caiaphas the high priest.

Meanwhile, Simon Peter was still standing with the guards, warming himself. They asked, “Aren’t you one of his
disciples?” Peter denied it, saying, “I'm not.” A servant of the high priest, a relative of the one whose ear Peter had cut
off, said to him, “Didn’t I see you in the garden with him?” Peter denied it again, and immediately a rooster crowed.
The Jewish leaders led Jesus from Caiaphas to the Roman governor’s palace. It was early in the morning, So that they
could eat the Passover, the Jewish leaders wouldn’t enter the palace; entering the palace would have made them ritually
impure. So Pilate went out to them and asked, “What charge do you bring against this man?” They answered, “If he
had done nothing wrong, we wouldnt have handed him over to you.” Pilate responded, “Take him yourselves and

judge him according to your Law.” The Jewish leaders replied, “The Law doesn’t allow us to kill anyone.” (This was so

that Jesus’ word might be fulfilled when he indicated how he was going to die.)

Pilate went back into the palace. He summoned Jesus and asked, “Are you the king of the Jews?” Jesus answered, “Do
you say this on your own or have others spoken to you about me?” Pilate responded, “I'm not a Jew, am I? Your nation
and its chief priests handed you over to me. What have you done?” Jesus replied, “My kingdom doesn’t originate from
this world. If it did, my guards would fight so that I wouldn’t have been arrested by the Jewish leaders. My kingdom
isn’t from here.” “So you are a king?” Pilate said. Jesus answered, “You say that I am a king. I was born and came into
the world for this reason: to testify to the truth. Whoever accepts the truth listens to my voice.” “What is truth?” Pilate
asked. After Pilate said this, he returned to the Jewish leaders and said, “I find no grounds for any charge against him.
You have a custom that I release one prisoner for you at Passover. Do you want me to release for you the king of the
Jews?” They shouted, “Not this man! Give us Barabbas!” (Barabbas was an outlaw.)

Then Pilate had Jesus taken and whipped. The soldiers twisted together a crown of thorns and put it on his head, and
dressed him in a purple robe. Over and over they went up to him and said, “Greetings, king of the Jews!” And they
slapped him in the face. Pilate came out of the palace again and said to the Jewish leaders, “Look! I'm bringing him out
to you to let you know that I find no grounds for a charge against him.” When Jesus came out, wearing the crown of
thorns and the purple robe, Pilate said to them, “Here’s the man.” When the chief priests and their deputies saw him,
they shouted out, “Crucify, crucify!” Pilate told them, “You take him and crucify him. I don’t find any grounds for a
charge against him.” The Jewish leaders replied, “We have a Law, and according to this Law he ought to die because he
made himself out to be God’s Son.”

When Pilate heard this word, he was even more afraid. He went back into the residence and spoke to Jesus, “Where
are you from?” Jesus didn’t answer. So Pilate said, “You won'’t speak to me? Don’t you know that I have authority to
release you and also to crucify you?” Jesus replied, “You would have no authority over me if it had not been given to
you from above. That’s why the one who handed me over to you has the greater sin.” From that moment on, Pilate
wanted to release Jesus. However, the Jewish leaders cried out, saying, “If you release this man, you aren’t a friend of
the emperor! Anyone who makes himself out to be a king opposes the emperor!”



When Pilate heard these words, he led Jesus out and seated him on the judge’s bench at the place called Stone Pavement
(in Aramaic, Gabbatha). It was about noon on the Preparation Day for the Passover. Pilate said to the Jewish leaders,
“Here’s your king.” The Jewish leaders cried out, “Take him away! Take him away! Crucify him!” Pilate responded,
“What? Do you want me to crucify your king?” “We have no king except the emperor,” the chief priests answered.
Then Pilate handed Jesus over to be crucified.

The people stand as able.

The soldiers took Jesus prisoner. Carrying his cross by himself, he went out to a place called Skull Place (in Aramaic,
Golgotha). That’s where they crucified him—and two others with him, one on each side and Jesus in the middle. Pilate
had a public notice written and posted on the cross. It read “Jesus the Nazarene, the king of the Jews.” Many of the
Jews read this sign, for the place where Jesus was crucified was near the city and it was written in Aramaic, Latin, and
Greek. Therefore, the Jewish chief priests complained to Pilate, “Don’t write, “The king of the Jews’ but “This man said,
“I am the king of the Jews.”” Pilate answered, “What I've written, I've written.” When the soldiers crucified Jesus,
they took his clothes and his sandals, and divided them into four shares, one for each soldier. His shirt was seamless,
woven as one piece from the top to the bottom. They said to each other, “Let’s not tear it. Let’s cast lots to see who will
get it.” This was to fulfill the scripture, They divided my clothes among themselves, and they cast lots for my clothing.
That’s what the soldiers did.

Jesus’ mother and his mother’s sister, Mary the wife of Clopas, and Mary Magdalene stood near the cross. When Jesus
saw his mother and the disciple whom he loved standing nearby, he said to his mother, “Woman, here is your son.”
Then he said to the disciple, “Here is your mother.” And from that time on, this disciple took her into his home.

After this, knowing that everything was already completed, in order to fulfill the scripture, Jesus said, “I am thirsty.”
A jar full of sour wine was nearby, so the soldiers soaked a sponge in it, placed it on a hyssop branch, and held it up to
his lips. When he had received the sour wine, Jesus said, “It is completed.” Bowing his head, he gave up his life.

Silence is kept and the people may bow or kneel, as able, until the Passion continues.

It was the Preparation Day and the Jewish leaders didn’t want the bodies to remain on the cross on the Sabbath,
especially since that Sabbath was an important day. So they asked Pilate to have the legs of those crucified broken and
the bodies taken down. Therefore, the soldiers came and broke the legs of the two men who were crucified with Jesus.
When they came to Jesus, they saw that he was already dead so they didn’t break his legs. However, one of the soldiers
pierced his side with a spear, and immediately blood and water came out. The one who saw this has testified, and his
testimony is true. He knows that he speaks the truth, and he has testified so that you also can believe. These things
happened to fulfill the scripture, They won’t break any of his bones. And another scripture says, They will look at him
whom they have pierced.

After this Joseph of Arimathea asked Pilate if he could take away the body of Jesus. Joseph was a disciple of Jesus, but
a secret one because he feared the Jewish authorities. Pilate gave him permission, so he came and took the body away.
Nicodemus, the one who at first had come to Jesus at night, was there too. He brought a mixture of myrrh and aloe,
nearly seventy-five pounds in all. Following Jewish burial customs, they took Jesus’ body and wrapped it, with the spices,
in linen cloths. There was a garden in the place where Jesus was crucified, and in the garden was a new tomb in which
no one had ever been laid. Because it was the Jewish Preparation Day and the tomb was nearby, they laid Jesus in it.

THE SOLEMN COLLECTS

The Solemn Collects, consisting of a series of biddings to prayer, silence, and a collect that gathers the people’s prayers, are
derived from some of the most ancient forms of prayer of the Church and likely date to sometime before the fifth century.

Dear People of God: Our heavenly Father sent his Son into the world, not to condemn the world, but that the world
through him might be saved; that all who believe in him might be delivered from the power of sin and death, and
become heirs with him of everlasting life.

We pray, therefore, for people everywhere according to their needs.
The people kneel as able or sit.

Let us pray for the holy Catholic Church of Christ throughout the world; for its unity in witness and service; for all
bishops and other ministers, and the people whom they serve; for Michael, our Presiding Bishop, Mariann, our Bishop,
and all the people of this diocese; for all Christians in this community; for those about to be baptized, particularly
Alison Evans, Marc Alford, Bryan Exiquiel, Elliott Montgomery, and Jackson Christian, that God will confirm his
Church in faith, increase it in love, and preserve it in peace.

Silence is kept.
Almighty and everlasting God, by whose Spirit the whole body of your faithful people is governed and sanctified:

Receive our supplications and prayers which we offer before you for all members of your holy Church, that in their
vocation and ministry they may truly and devoutly serve you; through our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. Amen.

Let us pray for all nations and peoples of the earth, and for those in authority among them; for Joseph, the President
of the United States; for the Congress and the Supreme Court; for the Members and Representatives of the United
Nations; for this City of Washington; for Muriel, our Mayor, and the City Council; for all who serve the common
good; that by God’s help they may seck justice and truth, and live in peace and concord.

Silence is kept.

Almighty God, kindle, we pray, in every heart the true love of peace, and guide with your wisdom those who take
counsel for the nations of the earth; that in tranquility your dominion may increase, until the earth is filled with the
knowledge of your love; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

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LA PASION DE NUESTRO SENOR JESUCRISTO SEGUN JUAN
Juan 18:1-19:42
La Pasién de Nuestro Sefior Jesucristo segiin Juan.

Jests salié con sus discipulos para ir al otro lado del arroyo Cedrén. Alli habia un huerto, donde Jesus entré con sus
discipulos. También Judas, el que lo estaba traicionando, conocia el lugar, porque muchas veces Jesus se habia reunido
alli con sus discipulos. Asi que Judas llegd con una tropa de soldados y con algunos guardianes del templo enviados por
los jefes de los sacerdotes y por los fariseos. Estaban armados, y llevaban lamparas y antorchas. Pero como Jests ya sabia
todo lo que le iba a pasar, salid y les pregunté: «¢A quién buscan?» Ellos le contestaron: «A Jestis de Nazaret.» Jesus
dijo: «Yo soy.» Judas, el que lo estaba traicionando, se encontraba alli con ellos. Cuando Jests les dijo: «Yo soy», se
echaron hacia atrés y cayeron al suelo. Jests volvi6 a preguntarles: «¢A quién buscan?» Y ellos repitieron: «A Jesus de
Nazaret.» Jesus les dijo otra vez: «Ya les he dicho que soy yo. Si me buscan a mi, dejen que estos otros se vayan.» Esto
sucedié para que se cumpliera lo que Jestis mismo habia dicho: «Padre, de los que me diste, no se perdié ninguno.»
Entonces Simé6n Pedro, que tenia una espada, la sacé y le cortd la oreja derecha a uno llamado Malco, que era criado
del sumo sacerdote. Jests le dijo a Pedro: «Vuelve a poner la espada en su lugar. Si el Padre me da a beber este trago
amargo, sacaso no habré de beberlo?>

Los soldados de la tropa, con su comandante y los guardianes judios del templo, arrestaron a Jesus y lo ataron. Lo llevaron
primero a la casa de Ands, porque era suegro de Caifés, sumo sacerdote aquel ano. Este Caifés era el mismo que habia
dicho a los judios que era mejor para ellos que un solo hombre muriera por el pueblo.

Simén Pedro y otro discipulo seguian a Jesus. El otro discipulo era conocido del sumo sacerdote, de modo que entré
con Jesus en la casa; pero Pedro se quedd fuera, a la puerta. Por esto, el discipulo conocido del sumo sacerdote sali6 y
hablé con la portera, e hizo entrar a Pedro. La portera le pregunté a Pedro: «¢No eres t uno de los discipulos de ese
hombre?» Pedro contesté: «No, no lo soy.» Como hacia frio, los criados y los guardianes del templo habian hecho
fuego, y estaban alli calentindose. Pedro también estaba con ellos, calentandose junto al fuego.

El sumo sacerdote comenzé a preguntarle a Jests acerca de sus discipulos y de lo que ¢l ensenaba. Jesus le dijo: «Yo
he hablado publicamente delante de todo el mundo; siempre he ensefiado en las sinagogas y en el templo, donde se
retinen todos los judios; asi que no he dicho nada en secreto. ;Por qué me preguntas a mi? Pregtintales a los que me
han escuchado, y que ellos digan de qué les he hablado. Ellos saben lo que he dicho.» Cuando Jesus dijo esto, uno de
los guardianes del templo le dio una bofetada, diciéndole: «¢Asi contestas al sumo sacerdote?» Jests le respondié: «Si
he dicho algo malo, dime en qué ha consistido; y si lo que he dicho esta bien, ¢por qué me pegas?» Entonces Anids lo
envid, atado, a Caifis, el sumo sacerdote.

Entre tanto, Pedro seguia alli, calentindose junto al fuego. Le preguntaron: «¢No eres ti uno de los discipulos de
ese hombre?» Pedro lo negd, diciendo: «No, no lo soy.» Luego le pregunt6 uno de los criados del sumo sacerdote,
pariente del hombre a quien Pedro le habia cortado la oreja: «¢No te vi con ¢l en el huerto?» Pedro lo negé otra vez,
y en ese mismo instante canto el gallo. Llevaron a Jests de la casa de Caifés al palacio del gobernador romano. Como
ya comenzaba a amanecer, los judios no entraron en el palacio, pues de lo contrario faltarian a las leyes sobre la pureza
ritual y entonces no podrian comer la cena de Pascua. Por eso Pilato sali6 a hablarles. Les dijo: «;De qué acusan a este
hombre?» «Si no fuera un criminal>» le contestaron, «no te lo habriamos entregado.» Pilato les dijo: «Llévenselo
ustedes, y juzguenlo conforme a su propia ley.» Pero las autoridades judias contestaron: «Los judios no tenemos el
derecho de dar muerte a nadie.» Asi se cumpli6 lo que Jests habia dicho sobre la manera en que tendria que morir.

Pilato volvié a entrar en el palacio, llamé a Jestis y le pregunté: «¢Eres t el Rey de los judios?>» Jests le dijo: «¢Eso lo
preguntas td por tu cuenta, o porque otros te lo han dicho de mi?» Le contesté Pilato: «¢Acaso yo soy judio? Los de
tu nacion y los jefes de los sacerdotes son los que te han entregado a mi. ;Qué has hecho?» Jests le contesté: «Mi reino
no es de este mundo. Si lo fuera, tendria gente a mi servicio que pelearia para que yo no fuera entregado a los judios.
Pero mi reino no es de aqui.» Le preguntd entonces Pilato: «¢Asi que tt eres rey?» Jests le contestd: «Tt lo has dicho:
soy rey. Yo naci y vine al mundo para decir lo que es la verdad. Y todos los que pertenecen a la verdad, me escuchan.»
Pilato le dijo: «;Y qué es la verdad?» Después de hacer esta pregunta, Pilato sali6 otra vez a hablar con los judios, y les
dijo: «Yo no encuentro ningtin delito en este hombre. Pero ustedes tienen la costumbre de que yo les suelte un preso
durante la fiesta de la Pascua: ¢quieren que les deje libre al Rey de los judios?» Todos volvieron a gritar: «jA ése no!
iSuelta a Barrabds!» Y Barrabds era un bandido.

Pilato tomé entonces a Jestis y mandé azotarlo. Los soldados trenzaron una corona de espinas, la pusieron en la cabeza de
Jests y lo vistieron con una capa de color rojo oscuro. Luego se acercaron a él, diciendo: «jViva el Rey de los judios!>» Y
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le pegaban en la cara. Pilato volvié a salir, y les dijo: «Miren, aqui lo traigo, para que se den cuenta de que no encuentro
en ¢l ningun delito.» Salid, pues, Jesus, con la corona de espinas en la cabeza y vestido con aquella capa de color rojo
oscuro. Pilato dijo: «jAhi tienen a este hombre!» Cuando lo vieron los jefes de los sacerdotes y los guardianes del
templo, comenzaron a gritar: «jCrucificalo!» «jCrucificalo!» Pilato les dijo: «Puesllévenseloy crucifiquenlo ustedes,
porque yo no encuentro ningtin delito en él.» Las autoridades judias le contestaron: «Nosotros tenemos una ley, y
segtin nuestra ley debe morir, porque se ha hecho pasar por Hijo de Dios.»

Al ofr esto, Pilato tuvo més miedo todavia. Entré de nuevo en el palacio y le preguntd a Jesus: «¢De donde eres tiu?»
Pero Jests no le contestd nada. Pilato le dijo: «¢Es que no me vas a contestar? ¢{No sabes que tengo autoridad para
crucificarte, lo mismo que para ponerte en libertad?» Entonces Jests le contestd: «No tendrias ninguna autoridad
sobre mi, si Dios no te lo hubiera permitido; por eso, el que me entregd a ti es mas culpable de pecado que ti.» Desde
aquel momento, Pilato buscaba la manera de dejar libre a Jesus; pero los judios le gritaron: «iSi lo dejas libre, no eres
amigo del emperador! {Cualquiera que se hace rey, es enemigo del emperador!»

Pilato, al oir esto, saco a Jests, y luego se sentd en el tribunal, en el lugar que en hebreo se llamaba Gabata, que quiere
y lueg garq que q
decir El Empedrado. Era el dfa antes de la Pascua, como al mediodia. Pilato dijo a los judios: «jAhi tienen a su rey!»
Pero ellos gritaron: «jFuera! jFuera! {Crucificalo!» Pilato les pregunté: «¢Acaso voy a crucificar a su rey?» Y los jefes
de los sacerdotes le contestaron: «jNosotros no tenemos mas rey que el emperador!» Entonces Pilato les entregd a Jests
i Yq s
para que lo crucificaran, y ellos se lo llevaron.

Todos de pie.

Jesus salié llevando su cruz, para ir al llamado «Lugar de la Calavera» (que en hebreo se llama Gélgota). Alli lo
crucificaron, y con él a otros dos, uno a cada lado, quedando Jests en el medio.

Pilato escribié un letrero que decfa: «Jestis de Nazaret, Rey de los judios», y lo mandé poner sobre la cruz. Muchos judios
leyeron aquel letrero, porque el lugar donde crucificaron a Jesus estaba cerca de la ciudad, y el letrero estaba escrito en
hebreo, latin y griego. Por eso, los jefes de los sacerdotes judios dijeron a Pilato: «No escribas: “Rey de los judios”, sino
escribe: “El que dice ser Rey de los judios”.» Pero Pilato les contestd: «Lo que he escrito, escrito lo dejo.» Después que
los soldados crucificaron a Jesus, recogieron su ropa y la repartieron en cuatro partes, una para cada soldado. Tomaron
también la tinica, pero como era sin costura, tejida de arriba abajo de una sola pieza, los soldados se dijeron unos a
otros: «No la rompamos, sino echémosla a suertes, a ver a quién le toca.» Asi se cumplié la Escritura que dice: «Se
repartieron entre s{ mi ropa, y echaron a suertes mi tinica.» Esto fue lo que hicieron los soldados.

Junto a la cruz de Jesus estaban su madre, y la hermana de su madre, Marfa, esposa de Cleofds, y Maria Magdalena.
Cuando Jests vio a su madre, y junto a ella al discipulo a quien ¢l queria mucho, dijo a su madre: «Mujer, ahi tienes
a tu hijo.» Luego le dijo al discipulo: «Ahi tienes a tu madre.» Desde entonces, ese discipulo la recibi6 en su casa.

Después de esto, como Jesus sabia que ya todo se habia cumplido, y para que se cumpliera la Escritura, dijo: «Tengo
sed.» Habia alli un jarro lleno de vino agrio. Empaparon una esponja en el vino, la ataron a una rama de hisopo y se la
acercaron alaboca. Jests bebié el vino agrio, y dijo: «Todo estd cumplido.» Luego inclind la cabeza y entregd el espiritu.

Se guarda silencio y el pueblo puede inclinarse o arrodillarse hasta que continiie la Pasion.

Era el dia antes de la Pascua, y los judios no querian que los cuerpos quedaran en las cruces durante el sabado, pues
precisamente aquel sdbado era muy solemne. Por eso le pidieron a Pilato que ordenara quebrar las piernas alos crucificados
y que quitaran de alli los cuerpos. Los soldados fueron entonces y le quebraron las piernas al primero, y también al otro
que estaba crucificado junto a Jests. Pero al acercarse a Jests, vieron que ya estaba muerto. Por eso no le quebraron las
piernas. Sin embargo, uno de los soldados le atravesé el costado con una lanza, y al momento salié sangre y agua. El
que cuenta esto es uno que lo vio, y dice la verdad; ¢l sabe que dice la verdad, para que ustedes también crean. Porque
estas cosas sucedieron para que se cumpliera la Escritura que dice: «No le quebrardn ningtin hueso.» Y en otra parte,
la Escritura dice: «Mirardn al que traspasaron.»

Después de esto, José, el de Arimatea, pidi6 permiso a Pilato para llevarse el cuerpo de Jesus. José era discipulo de Jesus,
aunque en secreto por miedo a las autoridades judias. Pilato le dio permiso, y José fue y se llevé el cuerpo. También
Nicodemo, el que una noche fue a hablar con Jesus, lleg6 con unos treinta kilos de un perfume, mezcla de mirray éloe.
Asi pues, José y Nicodemo tomaron el cuerpo de Jests y lo envolvieron con vendas empapadas en aquel perfume, segiin
la costumbre que siguen los judios para enterrar a los muertos. En el lugar donde crucificaron a Jests habia un huerto,
y en el huerto un sepulcro nuevo donde todavia no habfan puesto a nadie. Alli pusieron el cuerpo de Jesus, porque el
sepulcro estaba cerca y porque ya iba a empezar el sibado de los judios.
